Testing Bio-diesel in Washington Town Trucks

Kicking off it’s Think Green initiative, the Washington Environmental Council and the Town of Washington will be testing bio-diesel fuel in the Town of Washington trucks. The first loading will occur Friday, Janaury 5, 2007, 1:00PM at the new Town Garage on Rte 109 in Washington Depot.

The event will be attended by Dick Sears, Washington First Selectman, Elliott Davis, Washington Environmental Council President, Erik Holst-Grubbe, the Shepaug High Schoolteacher who developed the process for converting used cooking oil into usable auto/truck fuels and students from his class. Mr. Hoist-Grubbe will describe the process for creating bio-diesel. 

In extending the invitation to the public, Dick Sears said, “the bio-diesel project is a wonderful opportunity to give the entire town of Washington a real ‘hands-on experience’ with a potential new energy source and to do it while questions about our country’s reliance on foreign oil are on everyone’s mind”. 

Board Presdient, Elliott Davis, said, “WEC’s involvement in the Shepaug bio-diesel project builds on its commitment to educating the next generation of environmental leaders.”  He went on to say,  “The end goal is to have a pilot project where the whole town can feel involved... from those getting rid of the oil, to the students/faculty that see it converted, to anyone who puts it in their tank or boiler”.
